V. Homework will be assigned on at least a weekly basis and is a significant portion of the students grade (100 points or 10% of the total 1,000 points possible).  Students who turn in homework late will suffer the following penalty:
1 day late –   10 % penalty

2 days late – 20% penalty

3 days late – 30 penalty

No late work will be accepted after 3 days late

VI. Progress Reports and Grading Procedures
A. Newpoint Academy scheduled progress reports and report card dates will be issued in accordance with Escambia County School District guidelines.
B. Grading Procedures and guidelines – The quarter average is based on a total number of points achieved.  For example if the number of assigned points equals 700 and the student only completed 550 points then you would divide the number of points achieved by the number of possible points to arrive at the students grade.  For example, 550/700 = 78% or a C.  The following grade equivalent is based on 1,000 points
